By using the various biophysical
models developed in the Action, the research will
apply and improve multi-criteria optimisation tools to
evaluate alternative multi-objective scenarios on e.g.
water quality, water allocation among different users,
biodiversity, human health, also incorporating
uncertainty analyses.

The ideal candidate has a PhD in environmental
science or water engineering (or a University degree
and 5 years of research experience after the university
degree giving access to doctoral studies). Strong
experience in modelling, GIS and optimisation
techniques is essential. Relevant publications should
be highlighted. The position requires good
communication skills and capacity of delivering
according to deadlines.

Good knowledge of spoken and written English is
required. The knowledge of another community
language would be an advantage.
